Flanking Transmission

The performance figures quoted above are based on test results for timber floors and can only be
expected if the building design and construction has followed good practice to ensure all potential
flanking paths have been eliminated. In order for wall and floor constructions to be fully effective,
extreme care should be taken to correctly detail the junctions between the separating wall or floor and
the associated elements such as external walls and any penetrations. If junctions are incorrectly
detailed, the acoustic performance will be limited and Building Regulation requirements may not be
achieved in practice.
